Changes to Registration Process 

• Release 3 of the Shared Portal contains significant changes 
to user registration, amongst them the following: 
– Users are now required to fill in additional information – this is a 

prerequisite for access to some data sources, and involves 
agreeing to one or more data access policies or terms (‘Terms of 
Use’ of the data). 

– At the same time, information is gathered about the user’s 
organisation, domain, and sector – again because some data 
providers require these statistics. 

– This is not an attempt to constrain or control access – quite the 
opposite. Many data providers require statistics for funding and 
service motivation, without which they will not be able to serve 
data on-line. By providing statistics, we are strengthening their 
case. 

– It allows domain or organisation ‘gatekeepers’ to make contact 
and adjust the basic privileges that self-registered users have.
